Å SAT is a college entrance test provided by The College Board.

Å WorkKeys tests are a skills assessment from ACT. They are usually not 
used for college entrance, but are sometimes used for job skills 
assessments for employment beyond high school.

Å M-Step for 11th grade is a test given by the Michigan Department of 
Education to evaluate Science and Social Studies.

9th and 10th Grade Test

Å No M-Step for 9th and 10th grade.

Å PSAT 9 and PSAT 10 are grade level SAT tests which are also made 
available to schools by the Michigan Department of Education.

Å These are a ñPracticeò SAT type test. They give you a good indication of how 
you are performing so far.

Å These scores are not posted on student transcripts.

How to Grid In an Answer
Here are the gridding rules:

Å Mark no more than one circle in any column.

Å Only answers entered in the ovals in each grid area will be 
correct. Students do not receive credit for anything written 
in the boxes above the ovals.

Å It doesn't matter in which column students begin entering 
their answers; as long as the correct answer is gridded, 
students will receive credit. Can be right or left justified.

Å The grid can hold only four places and can accommodate 
only positive numbers and zero.

Å Unless a problem indicates otherwise, an answer can be 
entered on the grid as a decimal or a fraction.

Å You don't have to reduce fractions like 3/24 to their lowest 
terms.

Å Convert all mixed numbers to improper fractions before 
gridding the answer.

Å If the answer is a repeating decimal, you must grid the 
most accurate value the grid will accommodate.

Ask your Math teacher for more explanation.
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Å Student-Produced Response

Å Student-produced response questions are also known 
as grid-ins. Thatôs because instead of choosing a 
correct answer from a list of options, students are 
required to solve problems and enter their answers in 
the grids provided on the answer sheet.

Å Strategies

Å Here are some hints for answering student-produced 
response questions.

Å Since answer choices aren't given, an approved 
calculator may be helpful in avoiding careless 
mistakes.

Å Write your answer in the boxes above the grid to avoid 
errors in gridding.

Å Some questions may have more than one right 
answer. Grid only one answer.

Å Keep in mind that there are no point deductions for 
wrong answers.

Å Know the gridding rules before taking the test.

(one which only does addition, subtraction, multiplication and division) may be used, but is not recommended.

The Night Before:

Å Relax!There are a lot of good reasons NOT to study the night before Test Day. Marathoners don't go for a 
run before Race Day, and mental marathoners like you shouldn't study for more than an hour on the day 
before you take the SAT. Your brain needs to rest in order to do its best. Read a book or hang outwith a 
friend or two.

Å Avoid screen time.You're going to need to get a good night's sleep, and bright screens (televisions, 
phones, movies) will wake up your brain and make it more difficult to drift off at an early hour.

Å Have a healthy dinner.Drink lots of water and load up with complex carbohydrates, justlike marathon 
runners do: potatoes, pasta, and rice are good choices here, as well as protein and vegetables.

Test Morning:

Å Wake up early and have a healthy breakfast. Here are a few good choices: eggs, toast, cereal, bagel, fruit, 
juice, cheese, milk.

Å If you drink coffee or tea, then stick to your routine. If you don't drink a caffeinated beverage every day, 
though, Test Day isn't the time to start. You need calm, slow-burning, consistent energy today.

Å Get to school on time. Testing will start right away!
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Here aresome things you can do that might make you more confident and comfortable 
on Test Day. Keep in mind that everyone is different, and all of these don't work for

For the Math Test:

questions were asking. For example, instead of solving for 2x, I might have solved for x. When I started 
underlining the part of the prompt that was the actual question, Idramatically decreased my number of silly 
mistakes!"

Å Make sure you are answering the question being asked."Alwaysdouble check to make sureyou're answering 
ǘƘŜ ǊƛƎƘǘ ǉǳŜǎǘƛƻƴΗέ

Å Order of difficultyά{ŜŎǘƛƻƴǎin the Math Test increase indifficulty as you go along: the questions start out easier, 
then slowly get harder, with the hardest questions at the end of the section. Also - the Math sections always 
have a few grid-ins (student-produced response questions) after the multiple choice questions, and the first few 
grid-ins are always easier than the last few multiple choice ones, so don't waste time on the hardest multiple 
choice before picking up some easier points in the grid-ƛƴǎέ

Å Every question on the PSAT is worth the same."Focus on getting theeasy and medium questions correct first 
before taking a crack at harder questions."

Å If you don't know how to do a question, skip it."Sometimes, things don't "click," and that's alright. Just keep 
going and go back to the question later. Most of the time you'll realize that it was actually super easy, and your 
ōǊŀƛƴ Ƨǳǎǘ ƴŜŜŘŜŘ ǘƻ ǊŜǎŜǘΗέ
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For the Reading Test:

Å Read the questions quickly before reading the passage."I like to circle and underline names 
and weird words in the questions before reading the passage. I don't try to actively 
remember them while I read, but my brain seems to pay more attention to those things 
anyway."

Å Don't over-annotate.άL ǳǎŜŘ ǘƻspend all this time writing notes in the margins that would 
end up not being helpful for any of the questions. Now I like tocircle or underline the most 
important parts of each paragraph,and maybe jot a+or a- or a check. Sometimes a word or 
two, maybe a! or a? - but that's it."

Å Read actively."I always ask myself what the point of each paragraph is after I read it, and I 
challenge myself to answer that questionbefore I start reading the next paragraph. That way, 
I keep checking my understanding and I keep myself engaged." 

For the Writing & Language Test:

Å Simplify complicated sentences."Some sentences are so long and confusing! I find it really 
helpful to identify the subject and the verb of more complicated sentences and cross out 
extra stuff like prepositional clauses beginning with of, for, about, with, etc..." 
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For the whole test:

Å Use the process of elimination.ά/ǊƻǎǎƛƴƎout choices as you go alongreally helps when you get that feeling that you might 
need to guess. Every time you confidently eliminate an option, your chance of selecting the correct answer out of the 
remaining options is higher. Even if you have no idea how to answer a question, try to eliminate any obviously wrong choices

Å Cover up the choices. "I always try to come up with an answer on my own before I even look at the choices. This helps me
